Meeting Minutes 

 
 

The Upper Collinsville Mill Pond Master Plan Steering Committee hosted a public information 
meeting at 7:00 PM at the Canton Library/Community Center located at 40 Dyer Avenue in 
Canton, Connecticut.  The formal presentation began at approximately 7:10 PM and ended at 
7:40 PM.  Questions were answered and comments were received from approximately 7:40 PM 
to 8:40 PM. 
 
A few comments were received prior to the beginning of the meeting: 
 

 Automobiles are present on the bottom of the pond. 
 Human remains are present in the sediment as a result of the 1955 flood. 
 Drowning used to occur due to greater depths and the presence of eddies.  If sediment 

removal is performed and the greater depths and eddies return, the frequency of drowning 
could increase again. 

 
David Murphy of Milone & MacBroom, Inc. presented the power point slides and then the 
audience was permitted to ask questions and make comments.  Attendees commented that the 
Steering Committee members should be residents within the Study Area (defined as 500 feet 
from the edge of water).  This provided an opportunity for Jeff Shea and David Murphy to 
describe the makeup of the Steering Committee.  The Steering committee is comprised of 
representatives from other boards as established by the Board of Selectmen as follows: James 
Davis from the Conservation Commission, David Sinish from the Inland Wetlands and 
Watercourses Agency, Anne Raftery from the Economic Development Agency, Todd Jacobs 
from the Parks and Recreation Commission, and Bill Spatcher from the Open Space and 
Preservation & Acquisition Commission. 
 
Many of the comments received during the meeting were similar to those offered by people 
taking the recreational survey.  The First Selectman addressed the question from a resident about 
the motivation for the study and master plan.  He also reminded the attendees that the CT DEP 
owns the dam and the bottom of the Upper Collinsville Mill Pond (up to the depth/extent caused 
by the three-foot flashboards). 
 
Other comments were as follows; some of the individual comments have been grouped due to 
their similarities: 
 

 River access is important to address.  There needs to be a public location to unload small 
boats.  Is the existing access located on private property? 



 Is the return of water skiing being considered?  What is the appropriate depth?  Is the erosion 
potential from the wakes going to be considered?  Is there a 100-foot wake-free buffer 
required by DEP? 

 Mills Pond is available for ice skating.  It doesn't make sense for this river.  Why was it listed 
in the recreational survey? 

 The area around the house on Old River Road is heavily congested (pedestrians, bicycles, 
joggers, vehicles, etc.).  The congestion needs to be relieved and traffic needs to be calmed. 

 State regulations and statutes may regulate motorized vs. non-motorized watercraft. 
 It is difficult for the public to know where they can and can not access the river.  Signage 

should be considered to help guide them.  Some areas are over-utilized.  
 Trespassing is a concern.  Is enforcement going to be considered?  The solution may be a 

combination of enforcement and providing better access. 
 River flow is controlled by several parties and should be an important consideration; David 

Murphy explained that further flow regulation is not being considered during this study. 
 The Army Corps of Engineers allegedly had a plan to dredge the river many years ago.  Have 

there been other opportunities over the years, and what was the Town's role? 
 Wetlands, wildlife, and threatened/endangered species should be important factors in the 

study. 
 What is the significance of the 500-foot Study Area?  Will private properties be investigated 

or will this study lead to additional regulation of private properties? 
 The area should remain as pristine as possible, with consideration for parking that does not 

result in more paving. 
 No motorized watercraft should be allowed. 
 The flashboards could be an easy solution for restoring depths.  Siltation has reportedly 

occurred due to the removal of the boards. 
 An old dump is located near the upstream end of the Study Area.  Will our study be 

concerned with leachate from the dump and/or toxic materials in the sediment?  Could one of 
the recommendations be to simply leave the sediment in place if it is contaminated? 

 Pedestrian access is poor from across the streets that surround the pond. 
 Is fish passage a consideration? 
 If dam removal were to occur [note that this is not part of the study], the sediment 

management is a significant consideration. 
 The area is historic and the mill's appearance is important. 
 Are jet skis allowed?  They don't need much depth.  Is anything prohibiting them at the 

present time? 
 Ownership of the former bridge abutments – and the liability associated with them – should 

be addressed. 
 The former rail lines should be considered. 
 Is the beach upstream of Town Bridge Road part of the study?  This area is very crowded and 

there isn't any parking there. 
 The master plan should identify short and long-term issues and recommendations; timing is 

an important consideration for future projects. 
 The transportation/traffic study of 2006-2007 is available and should be considered.  

Crosswalk/pedestrian safety is important.  The number of users of the trail was vastly 
underestimated when the trail was planned. 



 Costs of future projects should be considered, such as sediment removal but also annual 
maintenance costs of other recommended projects and improvements.  It may not be possible 
to rely on municipal or State governments to fund any recommendations. 

 Upstream and downstream considerations are important.  For example, there is significant 
public access upstream.

October 27, 2011 

 
Meeting Minutes 

 
 

The Upper Collinsville Mill Pond Master Plan Steering Committee hosted a public information 
meeting at 7:00 PM at the Canton Library/Community Center located at 40 Dyer Avenue in 
Canton, Connecticut.  The formal presentation began at approximately 7:00 PM and ended at 
7:40 PM.  Questions were answered and comments were received from approximately 7:40 PM 
to 9:15 PM.  The members of the steering committee who were present included David Sinish, 
William Spatcher, and James Davis.  Jeff Shea from the Town of Canton was also present at the 
meeting. 
 
David Murphy of Milone & MacBroom, Inc. presented and overview of the Master Plan and the 
audience was permitted to ask questions and make comments.  James MacBroom of Milone & 
MacBroom, Inc. answered many of the questions with Mr. Murphy assisting on some of the 
responses.  Comments and questions were mainly focused on sediment removal, flashboards, and 
increased public access.  A few other topics were raised as well. 
 
Questions Related to Potential Sediment Removal 
 

 Have quantities of sediment been evaluated?  Mr. MacBroom and Mr. Murphy answered the 
question and indicated that sediment quantities are listed in the master plan report as well.  

 Does the sediment have an economic value?  Mr. MacBroom explained that the value of 
sediment is very dependent on a local need for sediment.  If a major construction project was 
underway, it could be more value.  But without the sediment being located near major 
transportation routes, it may not have much value. 

 When would sediment removal need to be completed again after the initial sediment 
removal?  Mr. MacBroom described potential sediment loading rates and the concept of 
“pool efficiency.”  The impoundment likely retains less than 2,000 yards per year, as much of 
the inflowing sediment probably passes over the dam.  He also explained that if the water 
surface is raised three feet, the impoundment may enter a period of filling as it reaches a new 
equilibrium.  In summary, the question is difficult to answer, as it’s the “number of 
hurricanes” (number of significant sediment-generating events) that matters rather than the 
number of years. 

 Where would dewatering take place?  Mr. Murphy explained that a relatively spacious, flat 
area is needed.  Town-owned land is the likely candidate for dewatering.  Steve Roberto 
asked if there was sufficient area for dewatering. 

 
Questions Related to Flashboards 
 

 If flashboards were installed, could they withstand a flood?  Mr. MacBroom explained that a 
flashboard system would fail (by design).  Either the boards would wash away, or they could 



rotate downward if they were hinged.  Control of flashboards could also help control 
sedimentation.  If flashboards were lowered before a flood, more sediment would pass over 
the dam and perhaps less would be deposited. 

 What are the costs associated with flashboards?  Mr. Murphy explained that these costs were 
carried forward from the pre-feasibility study for Canton Hydroelectric Project. 

 
Concerns Related to Increased Public Access 
 

 The Redfords from Old River Road are very concerned about increased public access and 
focusing the public access to the Town Garage site.  Specific questions include the following: 
o While the Redfords are pleased of the possibility of opening the site to vehicle traffic 

from River Road to eliminate vehicle traffic from Old River Road, this leaves the 
question of whether Old River Road will remain a public road or revert to a private road.  
Will the road continue to be plowed by the Town of Canton if the town garage is not 
located at the end of it?  And how will vehicles access the wastewater treatment plant?   

o Is there an estimate of how many new visitors will access the impoundment?  Will the 
number of kayaks and canoes be doubled?  Tripled?  This is important to estimate.  Mr. 
Murphy said that did not have this information but would look into this further.  Mr. 
MacBroom explained that the impoundment has probably reached a natural limit on the 
number of users, and moving some of them from the canoe store and Town Bridge Road 
to the Town Garage site may not cause a net increase.  MacBroom used himself as an 
example of a would-be experienced canoer; when he brings his canoe somewhere for 
water-based recreation, he would not think of the Upper Collinsville Mill Pond as the 
destination since it is geared to the less experienced canoer.  The emphasis is to offer 
town-owned access so the private property access will be reduced. 

o If a small beach is created, how will the town prevent people from going upstream onto 
his property? 

o The alternate layout with the amphitheatre is a problem, as too much noise will occur.  
Any layout with buffers and screening is preferable. 

o The canoe racks may be a problem and need to be thought out.  If present, they could be 
vandalized.  Also, if people leave their canoes, it could open up more parking spaces for 
vehicles with canoes and kayaks, ultimately allowing a greater number of canoes and 
kayaks in the impoundment. 

 The owners of 109 Torrington Avenue were both present and individually provided 
commentary and concerns related to problems from increased access: 
o When they bought the property, the presence of the wastewater plant and town garage 

were known and understood.  Although they were unsightly and sometimes noisy, the 
owners accepted the view and noise. 

o Pedestrian trespassing has occurred for many years and continues to be a problem on 
their property.  People should not be walking on their land. 

o The residents stated that a proposed bridge across the river is not acceptable, and they 
were not in favor of a loop trail on the west side, even on cemetery land. 

o The eagle nesting boxes should be removed from the Master Plan. 
o Although they “don’t care what happens across the river,” any increase in trespassing 

caused by the master plan would be intolerable.  Mr. MacBroom addressed this comment 
by explaining that controlling access will be important.  Selectman Steve Roberto agreed 



that trespassing was not tolerable and that the town would need to enforce this.  Steven 
Roberto suggested signage be included to discourage use of private property.  

o Mr. Shea explained that the master plan was something that incorporated many ideas and 
this wasn’t necessarily what will be constructed in the future.  The Master Plan can also 
be revised in the future if required. 

o The residents are in favor of opportunities to move the Town Garage. 
 A resident of River Road inquired about how this master plan got underway.  Mr. MacBroom 

explained the grant process.  The resident continued with comments and explained that traffic 
was very bad along River Road, and had gotten worse in the last year.  She indicated that the 
traffic study conducted a few years ago was out-of-date if it was more than a few years old.  
She asked how to “vote against this” and Mr. Murphy explained that it’s a master plan in 
draft format, and she was welcome to provide comments on the plan.  She later asked what 
the closure is for the master plan, and Mr. Murphy explained that the comment period will 
end November 4, 2011. 

 
Other Comments, Questions, and Concerns 
 

 Mr. Sinish explained that DEEP regulations control the distance motor boats operate from the 
edge of water, but the town can establish an ordinance to the maximum speeds for watercraft 
as other towns have done.  He proposed that the town pass an ordinance to regulate 
watercraft speed to headway speeds only (6 mph within 50 feet of shore) to prevent 
motorized watercraft from using the impoundment.  Various members of the audience 
verbally agreed with Mr. Sinish. 

 The resident who lives beside the Veterans Memorial Park commented that “this 
conversation is very crucial” and largely supports the master planning effort.  She has 
environmental concerns and does not want any outcome of the plan to adversely affect 
wetlands, birds, and wildlife.  Mr. Murphy explained that although the master plan cannot 
explain the environmental consequences of every single project, the master plan document 
(including the wetland delineation and functions/values assessment) provides the information 
needed for the various commissions to make informed decisions. 

 Mr. Redford asked about swimming near the wastewater effluent outfall.  Mr. MacBroom 
indicated that the water quality is good and therefore does not justify relocation of the outfall.  

 Mr. Redford warned that “we need to be careful with master plans” because they “get put 
away and then come back out and parts get implemented.”  Mr. MacBroom advised that the 
master plan should recognize the disagreement with the more controversial proposals in the 
plan and document the differences of opinion so they won’t be forgotten.  Selectman Roberto 
stated that the master plan document must acknowledge the private property concerns.  Mr. 
Redford also theorized that “this voting bloc” (those people present) is small and when the 
town comes forward with a project from the master plan, it would be difficult to stop 
anything.  Mr. Sinish disagreed and said that people can make a difference when projects 
come forward. 

 Mr. Redford would like to hear more about long-term maintenance costs for some of the 
recommendations. 
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The Town of Canton held a public meeting Thursday night to discuss a draft of the "Upper Collinsville Mill Pond Master Plan." Twenty two Canton citizens
attended to hear a presentation outlining the plan and air any suggestions or questions they had concerning the changes suggested for the impoundment
and its surrounding areas.

The presentation and questions were handled by David Murphy and James MacBroom of Milone and MacBroom, Inc., the Cheshire-based consultation
firm that had drafted the plan and gathered the data required to construct it. Also present was Canton town project administrator Jeff Shea, who fielded
additional questions raised at the meeting. The $100,000 grant for the master plan was provided by the Connecticut Department of Energy and
Environmental Protection and was part of a $758,905 total in grant money acquired in court settlements for violations of clean water laws, according to
Murphy.

The body of water and surrounding shore being examined by the master plan is an impoundment in the Farmington River running from Route 179
upstream to Town Bridge Road, according to the text of the master plan. According to Shea, it acquired its designation of Mill Pond about ten years ago in
the process of securing a permit for the potential Collinsville hydroelectric project.

According to Murphy, the overall goal of the master plan and the renovations it proposes would be to enhance opportunities for public access on public
land without causing overuse of the area. This would be accomplished by improving the recreational, aesthetic, economic, historical, and ecological
aspects of the impoundment, the means of which were determined by professional inspections and surveys of local citizens.

According to MacBroom, between eight and ten water resource management and landscape architecture specialists working for Milone and Macbroom
handled such things as sediment sampling and shoreline surveys together at any one time. Murphy said that recreational surveys were conducted since
mid-March, both through on-site observations of the area and through online services such as SurveyMonkey.

“We’ve hear loud and clear from the survey that people like [the river] the way it is.  We don’t want everyone in the state to be here, and we get that,”
Murphy said, emphasizing that any changes made to make the area more accessible to kayakers and hikers would make sure they stayed on public land.

Two focus areas of the master plan are the current site of the town garage and the wetlands near 45 Bridge St. Murphy said that relocating the town
garage would create a convenient launch area for car-top boats and take some pressure off of Collinsville Canoe and Kayak, as well as create a space
for modular public restrooms. Opening up access to the wetlands, meanwhile, would create an accessible fishing area and fish habitat.

“The idea is not to create a very, very busy access way, but to really take some of the pressures off of other points that are already accommodated for,”
Murphy said. “The end result wouldn’t be to have twice as many kayaks on the pond… it would take pressure off of other areas.”

Public Weighs In On River Plan
A public meeting Thursday night allowed citizens to hear proposed ideas for 'Upper Collinsville Mill
Pond' and voice their concerns.

Related Topics: Jeff Shea, Mill Pond, Milone and MacBroom, and collinsville
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Concerns raised by the audience covered what any dredging up the sediment could mean for the environment and economy to complaints about the plan
only making it easier for tourists to trespass on private property.

George Redford of Collinsville was concerned about whether or not the plan had addressed the notion that the impoundment and its shoreline could face
overuse, an issue that MacBroom promised to look into.  Town selectman Stephen Roberto, who sat in as part of the audience, asked and was told that
any dredging would be done via “hydraulic dredging,” which would result in sediment being deposited on public land.

Guerry and Terese Dotson raised concerns that part of the land the plan covered appeared to overlap with their own property and that they had already
faced issues with trespassing and vandalism given their property’s proximity to the river and surrounding trails.

“It may not be a big deal from your kitchen or from your couch or while you’re sitting in your backyard, but this is my backyard.  I bought my open space, I
bought my hunting grounds, I bought my private property,” Guerry Dotson said.  “I don’t walk in your back yard; don’t walk in mine.”

Shea said that there are currently no plans to implement the master plan and no further public meetings about it, but that the draft will have to be finalized
within the next two weeks. The final draft is then set to be delivered to the DEEP on Nov. 22.  In the meantime, Shea and Murphy will be available to
receive comments until Nov. 4.
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
